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Carlisle Bandage

The carlisle bandage pouch was carried by all soldiers when in the field. It was carried in a pouch attached to their M1 belt, or to their pistol belt. It was to be used only on the soldier who carried it. All soldiers would have know about the contents and how to use them.
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THE FIRST AID PACKET

The first aid packet is carried by every soldier in a small web pouch attached

to his cartridge belt. Tt consists of a sealed, airtight red or olive colored metal

can containing (a) wound powder in a small paper envelope,
color sewed in the middle of a gauze

and (b) a sterile (germ-

free) dressing--a compress (pad) whife or 0.5
to be carried in the web

bandage. A wound tablet packet is issued, in addition,

First aid pouch.

FIRST AID PACKET

To open: Pull projec.ing tab to remove metal band which.
seals metal container. Remove lid. Take dressing carefully
from container, discarding the wax paper wrapping. To open the
compress, pull on the two outside folds of the pauze bandage, as
shown in the illustration. Apply the compress to the wound and

wrap bandage around limb or other part. Tie in place with
attached bandage.
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
