Note that in
figure 14 the locking block is
protruding. This will prohibit
the slide from being installed
on the frame.
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15) When sliding the slide

push up on the locking block

so it resembles figure 15.

16) The hammer should be
down or forward. Slide the
slide onto the frame while
holding the locking block in
its upward position.
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17) Pull the slide all of the
way to the rear.

18) Manually engage the
slide stop to hold the slide in
place.
